is granted under the following terms and conditions:
3. Terms and Conditions:

1) The proposed school shall comply with all standards, terms, and conditions
as stipulated by the Right of Children to Free and Compulsory Education
Act, 2009 and the Maharashtra Right of Children to Free and Compulsory
Education Rules, 2011.

2) The registered institution or trust or company must adhere to all standards,
terms, and conditions prescribed by the Maharashtra Self-Financed Schools
(Establishment and Regulation) Act, 2012 as well as directives issued by the
government or standards specified by the government from time to time.
This recognition is contingent upon meeting these requirements as specified
above.

3) Government of Maharashtra Schools interested in affiliation with CBSE,
CISCE, CAIE, IB, etc., must obtain a no-objection certificate from the
government as per the directives issued from time to time.

4) The school management must inform the relevant district education officer
before the commencement of the approved academic year.

5) The permission granted for establishing a new school or upgrading an
existing school under the provisions of this Act will be valid only for the
academic year for which it is approved.

6) If the school management fails to commence operations within 18 months,
the granted recognition will be revoked.

7) The medium of instruction approved for the school cannot be changed
without government permission in the future.

8) If the school management establishes a school at a location other than the
one approved by the government, the permission for that school will be
revoked.

9) It is mandated that the recruitment of teachers and non-teaching staff in self-
financed schools must be conducted according to the prevailing rules and
regulations set by the government.

10) When filling district-wise information, the school that has been granted
permission will register as a separate category as "Self-Financed School"
and will obtain a UDISE number. In this regard, the State Project Director,
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Maharashtra Primary Education Council, Mumbai has been designated as

: the nodal officer.

i 11) The school management will display a signboard stating "Self-Financed
School with Permission" at the entrance of the school premises.

12) The state government may revoke the granted recognition at any time due to
violations of any provisions of this Act or rules made thereunder, or failure
to comply with any directives issued by the government or standards
specified by the government from time to time.
